Team Accomplishments 

• Undefeated Gold Division Champions - and for the second year in a row! 
It is believed that this is the only Columbia team in ANY sport to have 
won back-to-back undefeated division championships. 

• The team won a First-Round Sectional Game for the second year in a 
row. 

• The only Section II to team to accomplish the following: 

o 6 players with 20 or more goals 

o 5 players with 16 or more assists 

o 7 players with 29 or more points 

• Three Columbia Boys’ Lacrosse team records were tied or set: 

o Most Wins in a Season: 14  (Tie: 1996) 

o Most Team Goals in a Season: 202  (1990: 192) 

o Most Team Assists in a Season: 159  (1991: 131) 

• Second Best Record in Team History: 14-4  (1996: 14-3) 

• 79% of all goals were assisted, surpassing the incredible 77% of 2006.
